	5.1.2. CanMeds Competencies Format
The remaining potential accredited group events have been summarized under each of the CanMed Competencies headings:  Manager, Collaborator, Communicator, Scholar, Medical Expert, Professional, and Health Advocate.  Discussion occurred about  the list and the next steps. G. Pasut indicated that the list captures  many of the current issues, however continues to focus on infectious diseases. V. Etches suggested reorganizing the list and choose the “best” under each of the headings.  R. Bilotta suggested selecting a topic under each of the sections and attempt to get speakers for each to add variety.  In the event that a speaker is not available, then select from the infectious diseases list. 

Some suggestions made by the committee under the various headings:

MANAGER: G. Pasut suggested looking into the speakers that presented the Human Resources Professional Association Conference. Perhaps this could be included in the next ALPHA conference.  Suggestion for topic: “Best Practices in Human Resources” – this would be valuable for board members, other staff, and address the management learning need. 

COLLABORATOR:  G. Pasut suggested the James Young speak about Tsunami.  V. Etches indicated a number of students may be interested in this since they are studying international health. 

V. Etches reported that residents wanted a large scale emergency response understanding.  

COMMUNICATOR: Risk communication could be included in the next Public Health Education Day.  Vince Cavello, a guru in risk communication, was suggested as a potential speaker. 

PROFESSIONAL: V. Etches suggested that ethics in public health and inviting Dr. Ross Upshur as a speaker.

C. Gardner to approach PIDAC to speak about infection control.

C. Gardner to raise the “Best Practices in Human Resources” topic at the next COMOH meeting. 

V. Etches to speak with B. Harvey to explore contacting EMO for this presentation. 

G. Fleming to approach Tim Sly to speak on Risk communication. Plennary Session for ALPHA/OPHEA in November of 2005.  C. Gardner and G. Fleming are the lead.

C. Gardner will modify the workplan and sent it to the group. R. Bilotta will share the workplan with the MOHLTC as part of the needs assessment in planning Education Days.

	
	5.1.3. New Topics – from Oct 14 evaluations
G. Pasut suggested approaching the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care (S. Basur and A. Stuart) to sponsor an Emergency Workshop. Suggested content includes risk communication, learning about the EMU unit and how to interact with it, Public Health role etc. Other agencies should be involved such as the Emergency Measures Ontario, and it was suggested the Jim Young be invited. 

New topics have been added to the list based on the October 14 evaluations such as cosmetic use of pesticides and public health and varicella.
	C. Gardner to write to the MOHLTC to suggest this topic.  R. Bilotta as Public Health Division representative can ensure that the workshop meets the requirements for accreditation.
